The Dallas Daily News l)ebrg'; 1o that ciass
of self-sufiicient: know-it-alls ‘'who speak learn-
edly of every subject with the most superflc-
fent knowledge of all of them. ' That class of
people is no more qualified to discuss Soclal-
ism intelligently than a high school boy is to
discuss the merits of a new sclentific discov-
ory. If the running of the ¢ity of (ilasgow in
debt means a failure of the co-operative prin-
ciple, then the running of the United States in
debt is a failure of capitalism. But If we ad-
mit that debts are not necessarily a sign of bad
management, then the argument against So-
cialism falls to the ground. In the preseat
case it conld not be an argument against So-
cialism, even if debts mcant bad management,
For the Glasgow municipal Soclallsm is not
at all the work of Socialists, but of capitalists,
who thus hoped to prevent the workers from
claiming the whole product of their labor and
were largely successful in their calculations.

Furthermore, the debts of Glasgow repre-
sent money taken out of the pockets of the
large property owners and put into the pock-

¢ts  of the municipal employes. But
the national debt of the United
States  means a burden on every

man, woman and child, pnt§ nothing Into the
pockets of the working clate, and everything
into the pockets of one of “the most usecless
classes of society, the banketa and speculators.
The national debt is, therefore, a flagrant procf
of the failure of capitalism.

The piaint that the ‘“legitimate” business
interests of the city were unable to comvelo
against the city is simpiy. another evidence
of the failure of capitelism. ‘It means in other
words that co-operation is stronger than com-
pedition, Remember, again, that the adwmin-
istration of Glasgow is a thoroughly capitalist
administration, which simgily recognized the
inevitable trend of the um: and did in the
‘municipalily what the trust& have done to the
“legitimate” business interpsts of the nation.
If thesa so-called legitimate intcrests could
only be included in the trusts, they would have
no kick coming. But when. the municipality
forms a public trust and hestows the benefits
of co-operation on the masé. of the citizens,
then the “legitimate” Intergsts who are thus
prevented to carry out theiriskin game for the
berofit of thelr.own pocke#s, begin to howl
about the fallure of Soclaligin,

If the Soclalists were in céntrol of the Glas-
gow city councl], the benefits of municipal cc-
operation would be far m justly distributed
than they now are. For present the capl-
talist peliticians and the all traders derive
the ‘rb.i?tut benefita fgm municipalization
of public enuryriaea city. '.l‘he worl:-
hize rleen (v general are tY Glasgow
as in any other capllallst city. Pmulmlon.
erime, lack of employment and kindred evile
of capitalism strike them as hard in Glasgow
as anywhere else. But the lesson of Glasgow
shows what can be accomplished by the appli-
cation of the modern principle of co-operation.
This principle is the outgrowth of an frresisti-
ble:and inevitable social development.

Hand ‘in hand ‘with this economic develop-
ment goes the awakening of the workers to an
understanding of their true interests. When
the workers of ' Glasgow, and -of the whole
world, will have grasped the full meaning of
this social growth, they will take possession
of the world and run it in their own interest,
regardless of the grasping schemes of exploit-
ers, and of such flies on the wheels of progress
as the Dallas Dally i\'ews.

Are murder and sulcides epldemle in Pittsburg
and Allegheny? Taking the records of the coro-
ners office for January as a b , it would ap-
pear that the above question, so often heard, must
bhe answeréd fa the afirmative. During November
twelve persons ended their own lves, and six men
met death at the hand of othiers, «

In all, there were 176  violent  deaths 4n the
county during the thirty days of November. Of
this number 27 were kllled on the rallroads, 24
died of heart digcase, 11 from falls, 8 were drowuoed,
6 killed in mines, 5 died from burns, § !mm street
car acoldents, 3 were clectrocuted and 3 dicd of
aleoholisio.—~Press Report.

Statistica prove beyond cavil that murder,
suicide and erime Increase in the same ratio as
the conditions of existence for the working
class become worse. When wages are insuffi-
cient to provide for the necessities of 1ife, mur-
der and other crimes as well as disease in-
crease. When winter arrives and ndds the ox-
pense for coal and warm clothing to the other
necessary expenses, without an increase of the
wages that were barely suflicient In summer
time, then the desire to give up life or to se-
cure the means of existence at any cost, grows
proportionately.

Note thal the greatest number of fatal accl-
dents took place on the railroads. The rail-
road system of the United States is ons of the
highest products of advanced capitalism. It
increases the profits of a few magnates fm-
monsely, but at the expense of the emnloyes
and of the traveling public. The number of
deaths from sireet rallway accidents in two
comparatively small towns during one single
month shows the same tendency of. capitalism,
and in this case the victims are generally the
children. The great number -0f deaths f{rom
heart disease is due to the destruction of the
nervous system through worry, hardships,
overwork, and adulterated food. The three
men that were electrocuted during November
were vietims of conditions produced by the
same capitalist system, And the three that
died from alcoholism must also be charged up
to the system that makes the production of al-
coholic drinks & source of profits and wears
men's bodies out so that they need stimulants.

Yes, there is a permanent epidemic of mur-
der, crimes against property, suicide and dis-
case, and this epidemic will Iast ag long as the
epidemic of profits forces man to live on the
fiesh and blood of his own kind. G

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For the first time In {ts histary the republican
party has been returned to pawer on the eve ofa
commerclal crisis. The leading business men of
that party saw the coming daunger. The promi-
nent politicians of that party were aware of it
They know that it will crush thousands of!
small business men. They foresce that it will
swallow the scant carnings of hundreds
thousands of farmers. . Thaey feel that it Mll
bring want and suffering to millions of wage
workers. And they are familiar with the wave
of mortality and crime that follows in 1 wake.

Yet not one word did the party press breathe
about it Lefore election. They never cecased
dangling the bait of prosperity under the noscs
of the voters. And so they lured lhem into the
G. 0. P, trap.

True, the commerclal papers devoted to the
exclusive interests of the exploiters gounded a
note of warning long before election, But this
cry of alarm warned only the inner circle to
look to their spoils. It was not addressed to
the people and did not reach them. On the
contrary. While the droncs were reclining in
their ‘sumptuous cushions and difsussing. be-
tween thelr champagne and:oysters, the finan-
cial outlook, the political press of the rullng
party continued to din “prosperily” into the
cars of thelr highly approciative working class
audience,

But now a change has come over them. The
political agents of the great exploiters’ party
will be in power during a period of industrial
depression. In a short while, the prosperity
lie will be revealed to the whole nation. Forth-
with the republican pre-, takes its cue from
the husiness press of their masters.

They must adjust themselves to the new con-
ditions. The minds of the multitude must be
prepared for the next presidential campaign
under such conditions, as the republican party
has always laid at the door of the democratic
party. What a calamity!

But nothing is easier for a good politiclan
than to adapt himseif to circumstances. The
republican press knows a way out of the difi-
culty.

The Appeal has received a communication
to the effect that Father McGrady has resigned
from the pastorate of St. Andrews church in
Hellevue, Ky., and will devote himself entirely
to Socialism. A mass meeting will be held in
the Music Hall at Cincinnati, O., on December
17, when our comrade will give his reasons for
taking this step.

The Commercial Tribune of December 8 con-
firms this report and sgtates that the immedi-
ato cause of the resignation Is a letter from
Bishop Camillus P. Maes coutaining the fol-
lowing demands:

*First—To fulfill your obligations toward the sem-

“Sceond—-To bring unto us a letter recalling such
prames  of Larwin, Zola and  ‘Rennn, and some
other writers whose names are gnentioned in your
letter published (n Wilshire's Maguzine, July num-
her, which »hall be given the same public notice
that your fullsome praises in the dettiment of the
church, apd the scandal of the falthful gave. That
wandal must be repaired, and an earneat promise
given by you that you will obey the dircctions and
vonform to the teachings set forth in the encycll-
cals of our ‘Holy Father, the Pope.

“Third-We admonish you not to allow the salc
of wiy books written by vouw, for which the lm-
primature has hecn refused, for cause, or for which
the Imprimature ‘should be In accordunce with the
rules of the Huly Seeo,

Fourth— We ndmonish you not to he absent from
your parish ro fu»?u«nlly without permission, and
L0 refraln from emiiting views on g«‘uclullum. elther
by a!x-rch or by lemter, which are at variance with
r!vl }m'.-mncl of our supreme Pontiff, or of the
church,' o
wbe tvoveraber 13 Fathor MuQirndy repiléd (o thed
above letter, submitting elght propositions rela-
itve o Sociallsm, and requested Bishop Maed te
answer sand state fn writing whether any or all
of eala pro tlons were condemned by him, to
which roply Father MeGrady offered 1o answer
by the 251, ult. This proposition was ignored by
e bishop,

The bLishop saw that by condc-mnln1 the propo-
itons submitted, he wounid condemn the teachings
of tha church of the first four centurics, and if he
would endorse those propositions he would approve
uf Boclulfam.  Therefore, Father MeGrady  says,
che Bishop shifted position, .lmsped the question
if Sectulism completely. dropped the question “ef
imprimature on the books, dropped the question
if absende from parish on lecture tours, and cou-
ined ‘Lhmself to throe points, containdd in another
letter writtenr to Father MeGrady on November

The Schwarzburg-Rudolstadt Landtag elec-
tions ended Nov. 13. It was at first reported
that 8 Sociallits had been ¢lected but at the
second ballot one of them was defeated, So
thero are now 7 Socialists among the 16 mem-
bers who compose the new i.andtag,

In Rixdorf, a suburb of Derlln, in all the
five wards the Socialist candidats 1 of the third
class were elected. Our party lad from 147
to 202 votes, while the old fogles gathered in.
only 14 votes in the whole five wards, Of the
five new Soclalist members of the common
councll, four are house owners,

The Hesse Landlag (state legislature) elec-
tions ended Nov. 14 with the election, in Offen-
bach, of Comrade Orb who has worked for So-
clalism 30 years In that district.” The new
Hesse Landtag, which opened Nov. 24, i3 thus
composed: Natlonal liberals, 14; (formerly 20)
Center Party members 7 (7); Soclalists, 6 (6);
radicals, 5 (2); the other 18 members are anti-
semitos, Christian Socialiats, ete., who are
chicfly united by thelr agrarian poliey,

In Crimmitschau, an important manufactur-
ing clty of Saxony, with a population of 20,000,
municipal elections were held according to a
new system Introduced to clip the wings of So-
cialism. The suffrage reformers now meditate
on the results of thelr labors. The Bocialist
party won all the six scais of the firet class,
with great mujorities. The six SBocinlists were
elected with from 736 to TI8 votes, while their
opponents got only from 65 to §9 votes—Crim-
itschau. i
The Federation of the Consumers' (‘o-opera-
Uve Socleties of the province Of Saxony and
the surrcunding provicees and states held a
conventfon in Magdeburg, Nov. 2. There wero |
delegates from 184 socletles; 53 societies loft |
the general federation; they had at the end of
1901 a membership of 55,000 and & capitul of
2.500.000. The 96 societies which voled to re-:
maln In the federation had 30,000 members and
a capital of $1.750.600° The decision of 30 other
socletles, with 10,000 members and  $300,000 |
capital, {8 voknown.

AUSTRIA. b
In Budapest, the capital of Hungary, 9500
compositors In 30 printing houses have struck
because thelr employers have not adopted the
new scale of wages,

In the Austrian parliament Nov. 13, the
‘Cxechs and Germans had & battle. There was
g fearful tumult, members insulted one another
and fought with their fists. One deputy feil
down the steps. The people in the galleries
shouted. The session was suspended for more
than a quarter of an hour, then the debate went
on as If nothing unusual had occurred,

The Czechic-Slavonian Socialists of Dohe-
mia held thelr party convention in Prague,
Nov. 1-3. The report of the secretary, Com-
rade Vanek, shows that the party is making
good progress. The party has 971 Socialist
labor unlons with 48,777 members. In 1883
thore were only 18- Soclalist periodicals pub-
ished in the Crechic language, now there. are
36, A resolution was passed protesting azainst
the intention of the government to retain more
soldiers In .onger service—3 years instead of
8 weeks, Comrade Pouzll, a woman, spoke on
the sgitation among the woemen and regrotted
that so few have jolned the movement. The
clerical party is the .only -one In Bohemia
which has won many of the women and it owes
a large part of its success to that cause. Com-

clalism in the municipal governments; in 187
towns there are 526 Soclalist mémberg of the
common. councils, In 8 towns the Soclalists
have the wajorliy and there are 7 Socialist
mayors: most of them- are small places near
industrial citiee. On the third day, Comrade
Dr. Soukup spoke on the press law and uni-
versal equal suffrage. The journalistic activ-
ity of our Czechic.comrades of Bohemla, with
their 86 poriodicals, is romarkable. They have
n strong pariy press compared with that of
the other natioualitios of Austria, for the Ger-
man Socialist party of Austria has 28 Social-
ist periodicals, 3 of which' are daily and 20
weekly journals, and 26 labor papers,

L FRANCE.

. The Paris orchestra players have won their
strike, in which the public expresaod ' much
sympathy, Nearly-all tho theater and concert
mmnm have granted the musicians' de-

ers have gone back to work; they hope tc ob-
tain from legislation what was refused them
By arbitration. '

The parlfament of France has passed a law by
which the hours of labor in the coal mines
will gradvally be reduced so that at the end
of four years and a half the eight hour day
will be in force. While a part of tke coal min-~
crs now work eight hours, many work from
ten to twelve hours.

The French parliament in harmony with the
ministry, Nov. 8, after a short debate on the
motion of the Jaures Soclalist group, with 358
against 141 ballots, voted in favor of ‘'a par-
Hamentary investigation of the causes of the

industry.” ‘This action is the result of the coal
strike and is a disapproval of the arbitration
decisions. The committee will consist of 33
members. In 1884, for the first time, a parlia-
mentary investigation of the mines was made
as a result of the coal strike of that year; It
revealed the migery and oppression of the
miners and was the beginning of protective
legislation. The coming Investigation will
certainly be of much value in advancing the
demands of the minors,

In the 19th ward of Paris, Nov, 10, a Soclal-
ist, Louis Lajarrige, was elected to the clty
council. He 18 secretary of the (Gas Workers
trade unfon and s an independent Socialist,
not being & party member. There were SIX
different Soclalist candidates! " The Socialist
wlho came next to Lajarrige was a Jaures
party candidate who had 253 votes in the main
clection, while L. had 425 votes. When |t
came to the second ballot, all the five other
Socialist cabdidates retired in favor of L. so
that he got 1,265 votea against 1,150 radical
vetes, Jaures' journal, La Petite Republique,
recommended 1. along with its own candidate,
Sweet is brotherly harmony—particularly when
the six brothers sre all running for the same
office!  The vole of the nationaliste (royalists)
went down hill fast, for they had about 1,400
parliamentary votes in April, and in this clec-
ticn only 2735,

ITALY. y

In Italy the citizens elect the common coun-
cllmen and then the councilmen elect, from
their own number, the mayor, board, and other
town officers.

In Villa Argine, Italy, Nov. 16, the Hon. Ca-
mallo Prampolini. one of the thirty Socialist
members of parliament, had an audience of
more than 2000 persons at the meeting In
which he Inaugurated a new Co-operative Con-
sumers’ Soclety,

An unusual event has.occurred in Vigevano,
Italy, where there are nine Socialists 1n the
common council which consists ot thirty mem-
bers. The councilmen who are not Socialists
could not agree, and so voted for a Soclalist
maeyor and board, who were elected! The new
Soclalist officers have introduced many rcforms
which please the pcople.

The Soc¢lalista of Rome are collecting hooks,
other publications, and money, to establish a
reading room and library at the ciub house of
the Roman Soclalist Union which is to be cpen
every evening. Comrade Luigi Mongini, who
is the business manager aof several Soclalist
periodicals, is at the head of the committee.
His address Is Via S. Claudio 57, Rome, Italy.

Prof. Ferdinando Laghi, an Italian Soclalist,
after visiting and studying the Maison du Peu-
ple of Brussels and similar institutions in Lon-
don and Berlin, is now using nls information
for the benefit of the comrades in Italy. He
adviscs the use of the name ‘‘Socialists’ House”
instead of “People’s House.” Prof. Laghl gave
a beautiful address Nov. 18, inaugurating the
“Socialists’ House” in San Pancrazio.
BELGIUM.

A bill against gambling Lells was passed by
the house and senate of Belgium, but a long
time has gone, by and the king has not yet
signed it. The Socialist deputy. Vandervelde,
will make an interpellation on the subject.

SPAIN.
On affairs in Spkin, Prof. del Marmol writes
that in Andalusia all the social clubs have
been closed for the past six months. To ob-

u general strike which was brutally erished by
the army: in La Linea near u;braltar, 11 work-
ers wero Killed and 38 wounded,

The government has given fresh contribu-
tions to the Bank of Spain,”which fund with-
draws from the national trade $120,000,000 In
order to nllow the bank to makes an extra profit
of over 35,000,000, The result has been an in-
crease in price of the most neccessary articles
which the workers are unable to buy with their
small wages. The situation i3 really more
threatening than ever.

In Spain the general labor union, which is
based on the Socialist platform, is making sur-
prising progress. In November ngso, there
were 27 branches with 3,355 members; Septem-
ber, 1500, 126 branches with 6,088 members;
October, 1901, 198 branches with 31,568 mem-
bers: March, 1902, 226 , branclkes with 32,778
members; October, 1902, 267 branches with
43,685 members. In six months the branches
have increased by 41 and the members by about
11,000, The movement is strongest In Castile
and the northern industrial provinces. The
building trades have the most branches, 59, and
the clothing Indusiries come next with B60.
During 1902 there were 38 strikes in which. the
members of that general labor union took part;
18 of thoso strikes were won by the workers,
5 were lost, and 15 were still going on when
this report was made, Nov. 1L

According o statistics compiled by the New
Jersey Bureau of Labor, union bricklayers in
that state average $5.80 a day and 1% hours
a week, while non-union men recsive an aver-
uge of $2.17 a day and work 57.4 hours,
